COVID-19 Response

2019-2020 School Year:

o Ceased in-person instruction on March 16,
2020. Online instruction was asynchronous
Monday through Friday with some faculty
requiring weekly Zoom tutorials.

o Students received numerical grades with the
following adjustments:

e Fourth quarter grades, if student
participation was consistent, could not
be lower than third quarter grades.

« No traditional final exams were
administered, so the school utilized the
following percentage weights for final
grades: First/Second Quarter: 25%,
Midterm: 10%, Third Quarter: 22%,
Fourth Quarter: 18%.

» 2020-2021 School Year:

e In-person instruction with distance learning
available for students unable to attend.
Online students attend synchronously via
live streaming in most classes.

o Traditional course load has been altered
from seven classes each semester to six to
mitigate student stress levels and the
challenge of altering electives (music,
theatre) to meet school’s safety policies.
